This project is to construct a new tertiary care medical facility on the same 
campus as the University of Colorado Hospital complex in Aurora, Colorado, 
and construct appropriate renewable energy initiatives. Funding requested in 
FY 2011 provides for the construction of the majority of the buildings with the 
exception of the research and community living center buildings.

II.  Description of Project  
 

This project constructs a tertiary care medical complex to establish the full  
continuum of health care services to Veterans in the Denver market. When all 
phases of construction are completed the new facility wi ll provide a new 
inpatient medical center including a Spinal Cord Injury (SCI) Center, an 
Outpatient Clinic, a Community Living Center (CLC), a Research building, a 
Central Utility Plant and parking facilities. In addition, this project includes the 
remode ling of the recently purchased University of Physicians, Inc. (UPI) 
building and the addition of renewable ene rgy initiatives as appropriate.
